Artist SpotlightðKen Lambdin 
 

Ken Lambdin joined our guild at the beginning of 2020 as an enthusiastic potter that took 

classes from Andrew Litton at Pottery Central.  Kenôs first experience on the wheel was at his 

Aunt's house in Chapel Hill. He enjoyed it so much that he decided it would be a great artistic 

outlet to pursue when he moved to the Charlotte area to teach Astronomy. In his five years in 

North Carolina he has progressed quickly in his hobby. After taking classes with Andrew Lit-

ton, in 2018 he purchased a used wheel and kiln, and his garage studio became the place 

where he could perfect his wheel throwing skills. 

 

Ken likes making useful objects and is currently working on making pottery sets. He likes the 

challenge of perfecting sets and is drawn to making big pots. Ken is reaching that point in a 

potterôs life in which form making on the wheel is now not just about making a perfect form. 

He says that now he looks at that form as a blank canvass- something to manipulate into a 

new object. 

 

When asked his greatest influences in pottery, Ken recognizes that he has learned so much from Andrew Litton; Ad-

am Field and Martha Grover instructional videos.  He also gets historical influences looking at Greek sculpture and 

Egyptian art. Being out in nature is probably one of his greatest influences; he mentioned a recent cave tour. 

 

Ken has had an artistic bent as a musician and has done some painting in the past. He also has that scientific mind 

( Masters in Physics). Along with his personable attitude, pottery seems like not only a great outlet but a good sec-

ondary income source. Secondary income is his current plan. Check out his Etsy site, and be sure to meet him at our

By the time 

we are all done we should each have a totem comprised of 10 piece 

and 10 spacer, one from each member.  Here is a sneak preview of 

some of the pieces in process.  Mea Kleinschrodt is creating her owls by throwing a 

sphere and adding details.  Kim Marcadis is creating fish by throwing a bowl and then 

altering it.  She will be using underglaze and clear over glaze for her surface decoration 

process.  Jeanie McCoy is creating an Oriole and then will create a press mold from it.  

She plans to use underglaze to decorate the surface.  Neely Smith and Patricia Gambino are also creating birds.
